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The article deals with the scientific contribution of the doctor of philological sciences, professor, the largest Soviet-Mongolian
linguist Garma Dantsaranovicha Sanzheev to word formation in development of the Mongolian languages. Buryat (Mongolian)
scientist first studied the relation between syntax and word formation, paying attention paired words formed of two separate words.
He described them in details in “Grammar of Buryat-Mongolian language”, where he dedicated them a special section “Word
formation.” He also convincingly proves the relation between word formation and lexicology with the vocabulary word formation on
the example of five ways of word formation: suffix, syntactic, semantic, shifting of syllables, exchange internal inflection, pointing to
the productive and unproductive ways of word formation. Garma D. Sanjeev gave a great importance to the study of suffixes old
written Mongolian language. He linked new aspects and possibilities of describing of word-formation system of Mongolian word,
distinguished derivational and inflectional suffixes.
